How the Society was formed: In the 1970’s a Residents’ Action Group
successfully opposed plans for tipping on the outskirts of the village. Following
this success, the Civic Society was formed in 1978 as a registered charity. Its
first aim at the time was to provide a voice for the village in helping determine
the most suitable route for the Addingham by-pass. Since then, the Society has
grown, developed and diversified its range of activities. The following pages
describe some of our work.
